WSET’s Spirit Qualification gains Government recognition

The Wine and Spirit Education Trust’s new Level 2 Professional Certificate in Spirits has received accreditation from the UK government's regulatory authority for education, the Qualifications and Curriculum Authority (QCA). 

This is the WSET’s fourth qualification to be approved and is now included in the National Qualifications Framework as a ‘vocationally related’  qualification. 

The WSET Level 2 Professional Certificate in Spirits course covers the principles of distillation, an introduction to the spirits market, social and legal aspects, history, raw materials, production methods and product styles, as well as end use and the key brands for each type of spirit. There is also a strong emphasis on tasting. 

So far over 200 people have successfully completed this new WSET qualification, which was launched in November 2003.

Chief Executive of the WSET Ian Harris said, “We have had an extremely positive reaction from those companies in the spirits industry who have already put their staff through this training programme. We are delighted that the QCA accreditation adds extra weight to the importance of the qualification gained by the students.”
