Private study Students will be expected to study and additional 60 hours in addition to the classroom time. It is strongly

recommended that students prepare a minimum of two weeks prior to the commencement of the course.
Modes of Study Consecutive block release of two weeks (Monday – Friday)
Examination Online multiple-choice module tests.

The Advanced examination is a hand written examination which comprises of two parts: Part one will be
a combined theory paper consisting of a 50 question multiple-choice section and a four question short
answer written section. Part two will be a blind tasting of a single wine.
A mark of 55% required in all sections to pass.

Certification Students will receive a certificate of achievement for the modules completed.
All students who pass the Advanced examination will be issued with a certificate suitable for framing
and a lapel pin and will be able to use WSET Advanced Certified on business cards.

Course Aims
The Course is aimed at those who wish to gain in-depth knowledge of wines and spirits for use in employment in the wine and spirits trade
or associated sectors but have no prior knowledge of wine and spirits. Students successfully passing the course examinations will achieve
the Level 3 Advanced Certificate in Wines & Spirits. The Advanced Certificate is the entry qualification required for the WSET Level 4 Diploma
course.
The course does not require entrants to have any prior knowledge of wines and spirits as the course is taught through a series of modules
that cover foundation through to advanced level. Knowledge gained in the modules will be supported by a series of tutored tastings and a
visit to a vineyard and winery. All modules are fully supported by WSET produced study materials which are sent to students in advance of
the course modules. Students will also have access to an online classroom for the duration of the course and two weeks prior to the course
start. All modules are taught by experienced Certified WSET Educators.
Please note that it is essential for students enrolling on this course to have access to the internet. There is access to four computers in the
School library.

Course Programme
The course will be taught over two weeks (Monday – Friday) in five day blocks, block A will cover the Foundation and Intermediate modules
and block B the Advanced module. Online module tests will take place on the last day or final session of the module. Module tests will be
accessed through the online classroom. The WSET Advanced examination will take place on the last day of the course at the WSET London
Wine & Spirit School.
