The Wine & Spirit Education Trust will include a learning session on responsible retailing of alcohol and the requirements of the Social Responsibility Standards on their Foundation and Intermediate Certificate courses with effect from the next academic year.

The Standards, developed by a group of industry trade associations including the Wine and Spirit Trade Association, aim at addressing the promotion of sensible drinking, responsible marketing and retailing of alcoholic drinks.
