The Wine & Spirit Education Trust has announced a freeze on the pricing of WSET courses, 

examinations and materials for the coming academic year 2010/11 with every price is being held at the 

2009 level. 

 

Commenting on this decision, Ian Harris, WSET’s Chief Executive said “We recognise that it has been a 

tough year for all sectors of the wine and spirit industry, with the economic climate placing a greater strain 

on training budgets than ever before. The UK industry in particular has been badly hit, which has also 

had an effect on the candidates taking a WSET qualification in UK. Happily, the international growth of 

WSET qualifications has more than compensated for the decline in the UK, and with only a couple of 

weeks to go before our year-end, we expect to have achieved an overall growth of 7% on the previous 

year.” 

 

In coming to the strategic decision to hold prices, WSET have taken into account the views of its 

customers, both in UK in abroad, and as a not-for-profit organisation set up to serve the industry, wants 

to do everything possible to ensure there are no hurdles put in the way of companies wishing to train their 

staff, or their customers.
